Specifically, the survey, hosted
on SurveyMonkey, was publicized on Facebook
for respondents to voluntarily answer. This was
supplemented by efforts of reaching out via email
and SMS to our existing respondent database
(who had previously consented to being
contacted for future studies). This means the
results of the survey shall not be construed as
representative of the Filipino population, and
is skewed heavily towards Facebook as the
source of respondents.

For president, Ferdinand “Bongbong” Marcos Jr.
secures over half of votes.

47% of those who voted for VP Leni Robredo said
their preference will no longer change, in contrast
to 33% who declared their vote may still change.

Geographically, BBM dominates all island groups
and regions, except for Bicol Region, where 61% of
votes went to Robredo.
